4. God will use it to speak to you and lead you
Read Proverbs 6:21-24 & Psalm 119:105 & John 14:25-27

· Keep the memory card with you and review it at different times throughout the day. Standing in line, instead of looking at your phone, waiting to do laundry, etc.
